About 9W Artists: Introducing 9W Artists, an eclectic and diverse group of Hudson Valley visual
artists, founded in early 2024 by Jill Ziccardi, an accomplished New York painter and educator.
Jill was seeking community with other serious local artists and selected each member for the
rigor of their studio practice, their technical virtuosity, intellect, and lifelong commitment to
their work. Equally important, is her goal for the group to exhibit together and create a legacy in
the mainstream artworld. Each member represents a distinct direction within contemporary
painting. This show is the group’s inaugural exhibition and includes work by all members: Paul
Chidester, Dio Cortes, Leticia Ortega-Cortes, Edward O’Hara, Archil Pickhadze, Polly Reina and Jill
Ziccardi.
